Class 1: Chameleon Flower
Date: Tuesday, March 16, 6:30 — 8:30 pm

The class will learn how to draw these long elegant flow-
ers also known as Chinese bell flowers. Students will be
instructed on how the lines of the flower stalks are
elegantly drawn. This flower is considered to be one of
the seasonal motifs representing autumn in China.

Class 2: Birds
Date: Tuesday, March 23, 6:30 - 8:30 pm

The class will learn how to draw birds. The strokes
involved in depicting the bird will capture the motion of a
bird in flight.

Class 3: Plum Tree & Blossoms
Date: Tuesday, March 30, 6:30 - 8:30 pm

The class will learn how to draw The five petals of the
plum tree symbolize the five gods of good luck. The plum
tree, pine, and bamboo are the "Three Friends in Winter."

Class 4: Goldfish
Date: Tuesday, April 6, 6:30 - 8:30 pm

The class will learn how to paint goldfish. The Chinese
words for goldfish are identical with the two words mean-
ing "Gold and Abundance" therefore many Chinese keep
goldfish at there homes or in ponds in temple gardens.
Two gold fish are usually shown head to head and repre-
sent fertility as fish produce many offspring. They are one
of the Eight Auspicious Symbols of Buddhism.
